On the day of the procedure: ***Please report to ward 2E at 6:30 a.m. ***

If you are on any of the_following blood thinning medications, please follow these
instructions:

Plavix (clopidogrel): Hold it 5 days prior to procedure

Aspirin: Hold it 5 days prior to procedure. If you are also on Plavix, hold aspirin for 1day
Lovenox (Enoxaparin): Hold it 1 day prior to procedure

Coumadin (Warfarin): Adjust your dose according to your doctor/Coumadin clinic

If you are on blood thinning medication not mentioned above please call (804) 675-5235.

DO NOT EAT OR DRINK AFTER MIDNIGHT THE NIGHT BEFORE YOUR EXAM.

Do not take any INSULIN or DIABETIC pills (glipizide, Metformin, etc.) the day before the
exam. If you are taking Lantus/Glargine insulin, please contact your Diabetic doctor.

Take all other pills (except blood thinners, Diabetic meds & Insulin) with small sips of
water.

Check your blood sugar prior to coming in for your appointment.

Bring some sugar hard candy/ glucose tablets with you to the hospital in case you get signs
of low blood sugar as listed (sweating, shakiness, blurred vision, extreme hunger, tiredness
and light headedness). If you experience any of those symptoms drink a sugar drink or
glucose tablets.
