Ribbon Cutting for Fredericksburg CBOC at Southpoint

[bookmark: _GoBack]Who / What: The McGuire VA Medical Center will officially “Cut the Ribbon” on its second community based outpatient clinic in Fredericksburg—doubling the amount of clinic space for Veterans of Northern Virginia.

When: Friday, May 20, at 11 a.m. 

Where: 10401 Spotsylvania Ave., Suite 300, 3rd Floor, Fredericksburg, VA 22408

Why: The addition of a second clinical space in the Fredericksburg area allows McGuire to grow its Primary Care population by over 1,600 Veterans, and expand Mental Health services to serve existing and new patients closer to their community. Additionally, Home Based Primary Care doubled in size, meaning more homebound Veterans will receive essential care faster. 

Also, the new CBOC has part-time audiology services in house, thanks to an onsite audio booth. The plan is to offer full-time audiology services later in the year. In house audiology allows Veterans to get more care in Fredericksburg, rather than requiring them to travel to the main medical facility for services. 
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
